Stop loss orders were uncovered
and some fresh buying orders for outside account
Mere attracted, with prices in the late afternoon
reaching the best point of the session, so that
longs took profits heavily In tne last few minutes.

The market was
filially barely steady and net 15 a 26 points higher
on the new crop options.A feature of the trading was the bidding for
large amounts of September by the ball leader,
