ment of Public Works, has issued an orderprohibiting the use of the State canal
tow paths by automobilists. This is due to
the recent fatal accident on the Erie Canal
at Fort Plain, in which Mr. Spaulding, of

. New York city, lost his life while drivinghis machine on the tow path.
"I have made it plain to all canal officials,''said Mr. Boyd to-night, "that 110

permits have been or will be issued for the
use of the canals for automobiles and
that all such use will be prohibited, since,
aside from being exceedingly dangerous to
the automobilists. their use would be a
menace to persons legally using or operatingon the canals."
