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PHYSICAL CULTURE
AT WORLDS FAIR

Sports of Nearly Every Conceivable
Kind To Be Catered to

at Exposition.

INTERNATIONAL CHARACTER

Chief of Department Shows How Exhaustivelythe Subject Will Be Handled
at St. Louis.

L,overs of physical culture and all outdoorsport will be pleased with the exhaustivemanner in which games of nearly
every class will be catered to by the man-

agers of the World's Fair at St. Louis
next year. Those responsible for the .expositionrealized that something' had to be
done officially for the cause of athletics,
with the result that a separate departmentof physical culture, to be known as

Department P, was established.
James E. Sullivan, president of the MetropolitanAssociation of the Amateur AthleticUnion, who has been appointed chiel

of the department, among other things in
conncction with the work, said yesterday:.
"This is the first time that the subject

has been officially recognized by any exposition.That the world's fair managementwill handle the subject on an elaboratescale was attested by the preliminary
arrangements. There is now in course of
construction on the grounds a gymnasium
that will cost $150,000 or more, and after
the fair is over it is to be the property of
the Washington University.
"As they have pienty of ground space at

their command the authorities propose the
construction of an athletic field that will
be second to none. A quarter mile track is
to be built, ample grand stands erected and
grounds set aside for the display of all
known sports and pastimes.
"The important feature will of course be

the Olympian games. This will be the
third Olympian meeting since the revival
by the International Olympian Committee
in lS9o, the first being held in Greece an 1
the second in Paris.
"Besides the track and field events devoteesof all other sports will be given ample

opportunity to display their skill and view
the competition, for the Executive Board
lias approved of a plarij which has been presentedthat is larger and broader in scope
than any programme heretofore attempted
by any organization in the world.
"The following are a few of the features

that have been mapped out:.The championshipmeftinfe of the Amateur Athletic
nion. a two day fixture: two days devotedto relay racing for schools,, colleges

arid clubs; one day devoted to cross countrychampionships. It is the intention to
start in one race the college athletes. A A.

athletes and the school boy athletes,
three competitions in one. Bicycling will
receive attention, and three days have
been set aside for the national bicycle
tournaments. The World's Pair interscholasticathletic championships will
take two days and will be open to all
school boys of the United States. Two
days will be devoted ro quoits.
"Swimming will receive the attention it

deserves. Besides the regular swimming
^ its there will be plugging,^ tests and water polo championships.

"Two weeks have been set aside for
lawn tennis tournaments. They will be of
local, State, national and international
character. Cricket will be given several
days, and it will be the first time that an

organized association will endeavor to decidethe American championship. Associationfootball, Gaelic football and hurling
have been given two days each. The NationalRoque Association will be asked to
hold its championships in St. Louis duringthe Exposition. Basketball will be
well taken care of, no less than three
championships being contested.
"The gymnastic championships are sure

to attract the best of artateur gymnast
from Sweden. Germany and England. It is
planned to hold these events outdoors.
The regular list of championship events
will be given. Three days will be devoted
to archery for men and women, two days
10 equestrienne polo and two or three
days to la crosse.
"The all around championships will be

held July 4, and England and Ireland's best
men will be brought over to meet the
Americans. The collegiate championships
will comprise fifteen events, and at this
meeting it is-expected that the winners of
the Eastern meeting and Western meetingwill decide the college championship of
America.
"A separate championship is set aside

for the Western colleges. The Young
Men's Christian Association championship
will be two days in duration and the Germantnm»r« twill <rivmn cmiorol frvr

their athletic fixtures. Two days will be
devoted to Irish sports, and a week to internationalfencing.

'There will be two days of amateur
wrestling at all weights. Automobile conteatswill be given, and it is expected that
a week's carnival will be held. Arrangementshave already been perfected wherebythe Amateur Association of Oarsmen
will hold its* two dayV regatta in the city
of St. Louis."
