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STABS HER CHILD
Si SLAYS HERSELF
Mother, Suddenly Insane, Throws

Little One from Her Lap and Attacks
Her with a Knife.

ALONE IN HOUSE AT TIME

Mrs. Johnson Turns Weapon on Herself,
and Injured Daughter Tries to Stanch

the Woman's Wounds.

Seized with a sudden fit of madness,
which none of her relatives seem able to
explain, Mrs. Catherine Johnson, of No.
1 East 101st street, attempted to murder
Jier seven-year-old daughter, Alice, by cut-

ting an artery m ner rignt wrist yesterday.and then killed herself by cutting her
throat and wrists.
When Mr. Johnson left the house, about

ten o'clock in the morning, his wife was

in apparently good health and spirits. She
had not been ill and had never shown
any tendency toward melancholia or mentaldepression.
The woman was devoted to her daughter.

They were together in the dining room,
the child sitting on her mother's knee,
laughing and joking together.
Suddenly the mother threw the child to

the floor. Then the woman seized a carvingknife and drew the sharp blade across
her daughter's wrist.
When the child had struggled free from,

her grasp Mrs. Johnson made no effort to
overtake her, but drew the blade across
her own wrist and throat- She soon fell
to the floor unconscious.

It was there the wounded child found
her a few minutes later on her return to
the dining room to see what had happened.
With cloths the little girl tried to staunch

her mother's wounds, at the same time
growing steadily weaker from her own injury.
Miss Julia Smith, a sister of Mrs. Johnson,called at this time and telephoned for

an ambuance. Philip Smith, father of Mrs.
Johnson, then arrived and soon afterward
the husband of the woman came in.
Both mother and child were taken to

the Harlem Hospital, where the former
died within an hour. The child probably
will live.
Mrs. Johnson was thirty years of age.

Alice was her only child. Her husband is
at present employed by a large constructioncompany. He was formerly secretary
for the Building Department.
A week ago last Friday Johnson left the

City on a vacation. He returned last Friday.
During the husband's absence, the janitorsays. Mrs. Johnson daily received bottlesof brandy from a nearby grocery store.
Aiier ivir. jonnson naa Deen away tor a

few days Mrs. Johnson's father, Philip E.
Smith, of No. 363 Pleasant avenue, who
is connected with the Boiler InspectionDepartment", and Miss Julia Smith,
her sister, 1 -arned of the daily delivery of
the liquor. They went to the grocery store
and asked the proprietor to stop sending
the brandy to Mrs. Johnson.
Since that visit, which was a week ago

Sundav. neither the father, the sister, tne
janitor nor any one else except the grocer's
clerk, who delivered his goods, succeeded
in gaining admittance to the apartment
until the husband returned.
While on the way to the hospital with

the mother and child Ambulance Surgeon
Krauskopf detected an odor of paregoric
or some other compound of opium. The
hospital doctors, on investigation, were
satisfied that the mother must have given
her daughter some narcotic and taken it
herself before she did the cutting. Mrs.
Johnson's forearms were covered with
bruises, and there was a black mark on
her throat and also on her right eye.
The janitor says that Mrs. Johnson sent

her daughter to a drug store for some kind
^ of medicine Saturday morning.
