The piece aimed to be a series of dramaticpictures of aboriginal Indian life in

the eighteenth century, and as such was

a venture in a new direction. Unfortunateily, it proved a very haphazard venture, and
for the audience a disappointing one, exceptas regards the stage pictures, which
were varied and uniformly artistic.
The play's shortcomings, however, were

beyond amending merely by the use of efifectivescenery. Not only was the plot
made of some of the oldest timber in the
melodramatic lumber room.and unskilfully
made.but it fitted very unconvincingly
into Its Indian environment.
The Aborigines themselves, moreover,

were made to talk a sort of Miltonian
blank verse and to voice ethical principles
and spout religious views of an astonishingsort for North American redskins.
The hero, Niatawa, at one point commendedhis beloved to the care of "all the

saints" with the fervor of a good churchman;the braves and'their chief frequentlystopped to discourse about "heaven,"
and the heroine, Adulola, bereaved by her
sweetheart's death, put on black for him
in approved civilized style.
The piece at its best seemed like an opera

libretto shorn of Its music, although the
orchestra, to be sure, worked hard to fill
the void.indeed ,the drummer put in some
of the best touches of "local color."
