and L, Fourth cavalry, and the Twenty-
oighth battery, Fleld Altillory, Companies
I, K, L and M of the Twentleth infantry
had been sfdtloned at Jolo, but are under-
stogd 1o have been releved by a battalion
of the Sixth infantry, commanded by Col-
onel Dunean, in January.

Assuming tohat the organizations were up
to tielr normal strength, there wers about
430 saldiers onahe Island, besides the naval
contingent, Lhe strength of which ts 8o far
unknown, It is belleved, however, thar,
owlng to the kst and other causes,
i-zl'mr-_- were probably not more than four
jhundred of the military engaged.  The
|strength of the,constabulary is nlso un-
known.
