EMPERDR'S COUSIN
SEEING NEW YOBK

Prince Tsai Tse, Kin to the Ruler of}
China, Here on a Visit of
Brief Duration.

MAKES VISIT TO CHINATOWN

Much Impressed with What He Has Noticed
and Sounds Praises of the

Amerlcan People.

Prince Tsal Tse, cousin of the Emparor
of China, arrived In New York vesterday
50 fatigned from bthe sxertions of a trans-
continental journey that he almost Emmeo-
dlately retired after Hifs arrlval in the
Tlfth Avenus Hotel,

While the Prince’'s EAgllsh speaking sec-
retarles wers talling Inquirers that they
were Surs he had gone to bed amd would
not appear until to-day, he attired himself
In gaudy mobes, slipped out of the hotel by
the Twenty-third street entrance and was
whisked to Ohinatown. He wae accom-
panied by Blr Chentung Tdang Cheng, Chi-
nesp Minister to Washington; Shang Chl
Hing and Li S8heng To, two of his commls-
sloners, -and lils secretary, Po Cheu,

Most of Chinatown knew of the Prince's
vialt, and he got a blg reception In Mott
gtreet, There the imperial ghard of the
Chinese Retorm Associwtion, fiftesn sirong,
under Colonel L.ee Ling, was lined up to
guard hiin into the Port Arthir rastayrant,
There was much kowtdwing, which the
Prince  acknowledged slightly, The ban-
quet iasted Tour hours. 4

S0 far as has been learned, the misslon
of Prince Teal Tse Is much the same as
that of Prince Henry snd Prince Louls—
that ls to say, to "'look us over" and ac-
capt whatever suggestions may be worth
wihlle In the way of soclal and Indusatrial
conditions, There is no sel programme
and no particular Instructions, the prime
purpoga of the visit, perhaps, belng of a
dipiomatic nature.

Apart from the Prince, the delegation
congists of Bhang Ohl Heng, Governor of
Shantung Province, and 14 Sheng To, Chi-
ness Minister to Belgium, both of whom
are High Commissioners to the H¥mplre of
China; a group of atiachés to the Chinese

pvernment and Bir Chentung Liang

‘hang, Chinese Minlster in Washlngton,
who Is ‘acting as personil esdort to the
party during its stay in thig eountry;

This evening the visitors arve do dine In
the University Club as the guesis of the
Chinese Minlster, and to-morrow they will
g0 to Washlngton,

Tt is the Intention of the Prince snd his
companions to visit England, France and|
Belglum, and among their baggafe are|
some handsome gifts for the rulers of those
conntries.

Although the Prince does not speak Eng-
lish, several members of his party afe qulie
proficient in the tongue, and Owyang King,
Viece Consul for China in San Francisco,
wlio is the official spokesman, said:-—

‘“The Prince ig very much impressed
wtih the expanes of this country and its
great development. He thinks that the
American method of developing the nat-
u{?!_msmrnes of the land are Temutk-
able,*

According to present plans, the Prince
and hia egcort will sail for England on the
Baltle on Mareh 14.

CRAPS NO CRIME. SAYS COURT

Judge Gaynor Reverses Boy's Sen-
tence and Scores the Trial

Judge.

“There I8 no statute making the plaving
Of craps g orime, any more thay playing
marbles,"” satd Judge Gaynor, of the Ap-
pellate Division of the Bupreme Court,
