Leaders, Gloomy Over
Prospect of Success.

BELIEVE CRISIS NEAR

Mistake Made When No Assessment
Was Levied at the February

Convention.

WAGE INCREASE IS OPPOSED

Operators Will Fight Bitterly, and Agreement
May Not Be Reached

Till April 1.

[bpecial despatch to the nERALD.]
Ixdianapolis, Ind., Tqesday..Though

the leaders among the United Mine Workersof America affect to take a hopeful
view of the situation in the anthracite and
bituminous coal fields and refuse to concedethat a strike is Inevitable, there "Is
no question that they are taking a gloomy
look into the future and that they feel
that, with the crisis so near, they are woefullyunprepared to meet its attendant
complications.
In the inner councils of the organization

the feeling is apparent tljat a mistake was
made whean the convention adjourned in
February and the Executive Board did not
levy the assessment of $1 per week for a
strike fund. With approximately three
hundred thousand members in the locals,
such a levy would haave brought into the
national treasury $300,000 a week, or $1,800,'000 in the six weeks intervening between
the adjournment and March 31, when all
contracts with the operators expire, and
this sum, added to the money on hand,
would havae made a fund of something
like $2,500,000. There is more than $2,000,000
'in the treasuries of the several district
organizations and the locals, and with this
sum at their command the leaders believe
they could have put up a fight that would
haave been worth while.
A member of the executive board, speakingof the great cost of strikes, pointed to

the report of Secretary Treasurer Wilson
j'at the recent National Convention as evidencethat a la.rg§ sum would be necessaryif the organization intended to force
a suspension. The strikes to which re re|ferred were in Alabama, Tenn., and Kentucky,where a total of 10,220 men were
out, and these strikes have cost the organizationsince 1904 the sum of $800,437.57.
He said tihat with 300,000 miners out ot

work, and none contributing to the organi-
zation, at least $1,000,000 a month would
he required, and the organization ought to
have $5,000,000 on hand if it expected to
succeed. This argument was made at the
meeting of the executive board when the
convention adjourned, but the members
generally did not believe that the operatorswould hold out beyond April, and no
special levy was made.
The presidents of the anthracite dls'tricts, who constitute the Sliamokin Scale

Committee that submitted the demands of
the anthracite operators, arrived here todayand are in conference with Mr.
Mitchell to-night. One of the questions
that will come before them is whether the
refusal of the anthracite operators shall

> be considered at the convention here or at
^ a separate convention of anthracite miners

in Pennsylvania. The district presidents
favor the former, as they contend that the

They say also that the bituminous miners

£?re equally interested with them in the
outcome of all the conferences and that
the organization ought to dispose of the
questions at issue in its general convention.It is not expected that the miners
will recede from their demands, and the
operators will be asked to confer with their
Scale Committee again in an effort to
reach an agreement, and it is possible that

t these conferences will last from Monday
next till Saturday.
The operators are coming to the meeting

with a determination to depose F. L. Robbins,of the Pittsburg Coal Company, from
leadership and also to stand firmly against
an increase in wages. The miners' leaders
declare that they will not recede from their
position, and surface indications now are
that there will be no agreement prior to
April 1.

T.he general sentiment appears to be In
favor of the election of iMr. McKay. There
are nine candidates for vice president'and
six for district auditor. The principal contestis for District Executive Board

Board and there are fifty-six aspirants.

Coroner and Detectives Think Suicide Improbable
and Hunt Is On for

Ihouis I>e Lange, a well known actor and
playwright, was found dead yesterday
morning in a room in Mock's Hotel. No.
1-15 West Forty-second street, his throat
cut from ear to ear, and circumstances
which have since developed Indicate that
he was murdered and robbed. He was seen

to enter the hotel twice between one and
half-past three o'clock in the morning in

|company with an unidentified man. On
'the 'last occasion scream^ and a sound of

scuffling were heard- to come from his

jroom, and his waistcoat, a valuable gold
watch which had come to him as an helrjloomand whatever money he may have
possessed are missing.
Tt was first tnougnt mat me caee was

one of suicide, but the information gained
later disproved this theory, and Alexander
Clarke il>e Lange, brother of the dead man

and himself a well known actor, who lives
on the floor above and who found the body,
declared that there was no reason why the
victim should have taken his own life. CoronerShrady and his physician, Dr. Philip
O'Hanlon. said that there^was much room
for doubt, and detectives were detailed to
trace De Lange's movements on Monday
{night and to find, if possible, Ms mys'teriouscompanion.

Hiatus iu Movements.
Alexander Clarke De Lange said that his

brother had met him early in the evening
(and asked him to go to the Grand Opera
{House. He declrined and did not know
where De Lange had spent the evening
up to soon after eleven o'clock, when he
went to Weber's Musio Hall and met his
wife, who sings in the chorus there under
{the name of Selma Mantell. Mrs. De
Lange had not been quite well lately
and it had been decided that she should
go, with their two-year-old son, to her
mother's home in Long Island City after
last night's performance. De Lange escortedthem to the East Thilrty-fourth
street ferry and saw them aboard a boat.
ma movements alter max are untxnown
;until he appeared at Mock's the first time
at about one o'clock.
With him was a man who is described as

between eighteen and twenty-one years
of age, dark of complexion and hair,'thick set and wearing dark clothing withja round cloth cap. Stephen Lagodinsky,porter of the hotel, who was standingin the doorway, said that they went upto De Lange's room on the second floorand remained a short time. Then theycame down stairs and went into the cafe
on the ground floor, where they had severaldrinks together. At about half-pasttwo o'clock they went out. Accordingto Lagodinsky they returned about anhour later in a cab and he saw the unidentifiedyoung man pay the driver fiftycents. Then they went up to De Lange'sroom, both acting as though somewhatunder the influence of liquor.

Saw Stranger's Escape.About four o'clock ,Mrs. Alexander ClarkeDe Lange went ito the floor below that onwhich she and her husband live, and, passlingthe door of her brother-in-law's room,ishe heard the voices -n-? ~..xwu nitjii apparentjlyin quarrel, a sound as of scuffling, and'finally De Dange's voice, exclaiming clear jly,"Oh, God! don't do that!" Hurrying'back upstairs, she told her husband, and,seizing a revolver, he ran out into the halljust in time to see the stranger scurryingdown the stairs to the street. He returnedto his own room, he said, and it was notuntil morning, when he went to arouse his'brother, that his suspicions were aroused,Dadoginsky, the porter, and Tillie Sauer,!a chambermaid in the hotel, also saw the!man when he left there the last time, andthe former said that he carried under hisarm a bundle that might have been ablanket, an overcoat or a parcel of clothing.The girl, whose description talliedI,with that of the others, said that he wentdown the stairs in a great hurry, situm.bling,and she concluded he was intoxicated.
Alexander Clarke De Lange went to callhis brother at about half past ten o'clockyesterday morning. When his repeatedknocks failed to bring a response he rememberedthe incidence of the night before,and, summoning Herman V'ischer,one of the employes of ,the hotel, they'broke down the door. De Lange's bodyJ lajr on the floor between the bed and the

lumiui, uic u«i uiuuung was upset andbore stains indicating that the victim hadbeen lying down when the crime was com:njltted. The fact that the door was lockedlis accounted for by the theory that in hisstruggles to open it he may have inadvertentlyturned the key and then fallen tothe floor.
lflvl»lenc«s of Murder.

Henry Osier, proprietor of the hotel, wascalled to the room and soon afterwardCoroner Shrady. Dr. O'Hanlon and thedetectives arrived. Search of the room rejvealedevidence that immediately weakenedthe suicide theory. A few feet fromithe body lay an ivory handled razor, coveredwith stains which showed that it hadbeen the weapon used. It bore the initials"I. M. M.," those of Isaac M. Moss, ofPhiladelphia, De Lange's foster father. Thebroth'er announced that a gold watch,worth $100, which had come down to thevictim from Commodore Stewart, of theUnited States Navy, was missing, as well
as the waistcoat in which it was carried,
a dark blue garment, with a fine white
vertical stripe.
De Lange als>o said that on Monday his

brother had received $200, $50 of which he
had r>aid to Osier, the nrtnrlotn^ nf

j'hotel, and $30 to a firm of music publishers,so that he must have had nearly $100
with him when he went out in the evening.iNot a cent was found in the clothing. The
|brother vouchsafed the further informationthat De Lange was not a heavy drinkjerand rarely became intoxicated,

Coroner Shrady then made an examina'tionof the body and said that De Lange
had been dead about six hours, which
would place the commission of the crime
iat the time the stranger left. "I would not
go on record as saying that this is not a
jcase of murder," he added. "The cut In
;the throat is not high up and close to the
;ch!n, as It nearly always is in cases of suicide.but nevertheless the nature of the
wound is such that it might have been
made by the victim as well as by another."

Kilburn Whitewash Scheme Unveiled,
Declares Senator Stevens, Attacking-Commission of Judges.

NAMED ONI.Y FOR EFFECT

Bill Goes to Third Reading, However, and:
Effort to Pass Substitute

Is Beaten.

Albany, N. Y., Tuesday..Senator F. C.i

Stevens, chairman of the Senate Banking
Committee, made another attempt to-day
to bring about a genuine investigation of
the State Banking Department in place of
the sham investigation provided for in the
substitute bill framed by the Senate FinanceCommittee, which provides for a
limited inquiry into the banking laws by
a commission consisting of- Charles Andrewsand Alton B. Parker, two former
Chief Judges of the Court of Appeals. Mr.
Andrews is in Europe and Mr. Parker is;
in the South.
The farcical character of the bill was

brought out by a question put by Senator!
Stevens to Senator Raines, republican!
leader in the Senate.
"Have you any assurance that either of

the men named in your bill will serve if
the hill is passed?" he asked.
"I have not," Senator Raines was forced

to admit, "but the Governor is empowered
to till vacancies under the bill."
It. is generally understood that neither

Mr. Andrews nor- Mr. Parker will think
of serving on the commission and that
their names were placed in the bill only
for effect and to create a false impression.
The question put by Senator Stevens revealedthe fact that the bill actually empowersGovernor Higgins to name the men
who are to "investigate" Superintendent
Kilburn if th^ Senate whitewash plan
goes through.
In Committee of the Whole, when the

whitewashing bill came up and Senator
Stevens brought out the fact that no attempthad been made to learn whether Mr.
Andrews or Mr. Parker would serve as investigators.the Senator suggested that the
"subterfuge" of naming them in the bill
be abandoned. The suggestion was not acceptedby the whitewashers and the bill
was advanced to third reading.
Several sidelights were thrown upon SuperintendentKilburn's methods in hearingswhich were given before the AssemblyBanking Committee to-day. It was

said that Superintendent Kilburn's departmentfor years has been permitting
State banks to violate the law limiting

Mr. Lupton, of Suffolk, appeared before

borrower.
Mr. Lupton proposes to permit the bank!

to loan forty per cent of its capital and
surplus to any borrower who offers securityamounting in value to fifteen r>er cent
more than the loan. He said that the
bill had been drawn by SuperintendentKilburn and that there was not a bank
in the State of small capital that is not
now violating the law.
C. A. Miller, of the U'tica Savings Bank,opposed the bill introduced by S. J. Palmer,providing that th« Superintendent of Banks

shall report annually to the Legislature the
details of the dormant accounts held bysavings banks. He aruged the Superintendentwas opposed to such publication.
The banks are now required to report their
dormant accounts, which amount to about
$1,000,000, to him, but he makes no report of
them. It has been the custom of the departmentuntil this year to include the
total amount of such unclaimed deposits
in his annual report, but he failed to do so
in his last report.
Mr. Miller argued that the publication':

provided in the bill would foster litigation
and fraud, and that the banks were much
better able than any other agency to trace
the real owners of the dormant accounts.

LAW CAN BE ENFORCED

Believes in Opporturrity to Buy Beverages
for Sunday Dinners in Crowded Portionsof City and at Beaches.

[special despatch to the herald.]
Albany, X. Y., Tuesday..Monsignor M.

J. Lavelle, Vicar-General of New York,
sent a letter to Senator Tully to-day advocatingthe passage of the local option
bill and incidentally admitting that, in certainparts of New York city, liquor should
be sold on Sunday. Monsignor Lavelle's
views are accepted as representing those

of Archibishop Farley. Monsignor Lavelle'sletter is as follows:
"It would give me great pleasure could

I spare the time to come to Albany and

attend the hearing on your local option
bill. I believe in it very heartily and I

hope sincerely it will pass. My reasons

for befriending it are these:

"First.It is a law that can be enforced.
It is reasonable, moderate and will representthe real wishes of the people in

each district. The great trouble with all

our excise bills so far has been tneir

general character, in that tlVey represent
the sentiment of the people of one section,
whereas other sections are frequently opposed.This character of our former

bills has had two great evils. It has left

upon our statute books a law which confessedlymust be a dead letter and must

prove a political grave for any official
who dares to make the rash and vain effortof enforcing the statute .and doing
his duty. It has been the fruitful source

of all the liquor 'graft' which has brought
so much discredit upon our cfty.
"Second.The local option bill is reasonable.A cdty like New York differs in

different places. For example, where I

live, at the corner of Fifty-first street
and Madison avenue, there is no reason

why liquor should ever be sold on a Sundayor any other day. But it is not reasonablethat the crowded portions of the
town or me recreation parts snuuiu uo

governed by a regulation that would be
eminently propeV here and which, as a
matter of fact, exists without any law.
"Third.Respectable people of small

means should have an opportunity on Sundaysto .get proper beverages for their dinnersin their homes. The same Is true
for those who go to the beaches and other
resorts for recreation. I am aware that
many people object to this permission on
the ground that it would be only an openingwedge for universal and harmful indulgence..But this objection loses all its
weight when we realize that we are gettinga law that can be enforced to the very
letter, one which the people themselves
will be as anxious to see properly executed
as will the officials whose duty it is to
carry out its provisions.
"Much more could be said, but these

points, to me, seem convincing and conclusive.Good luck to yourself and success to
the 'bill."

GOVERNOR VETOES
VJ "TAX DODGING" BILL

Says It Would Create Alarm.Senator
Saxe Has a New Measure

Ready.

gins to-day vetoed the personal property
'tax bill, introduced by iSenator Saxe, on
the ground that it would create alarm and
bring very little money into the treasury
of the State.

Under the Saxe bill the personal propertyof non-residents situated in this State

was made taxable in the locality where dt
is found. The Governor said in his veto
that this property ought to be taxed, but
he pointed out that the language of the bill
left it uncertain whether the property was
to be taxed as property or under the name
of its.owner. The Governor favors taxationunder the name of the owner. He
also pointed out that the bill should make
it clear that the property of non-residents
sent to this State for sale on consignment
should not be taxed.
Senator Saxe said he believed personal

property should pay its share of the tax
and he would continue to fight for it.

Conductor Accuses Bank Clerk of
Theft of Three Slips of Paper

and Has Him Arrested.

PASSENGERS BACK CLAIMANT

Encourage Him in Demand and Tell Police
He Was Justified.Civil Action

Threatened.

By refusing to give to George Anner, a
bank clerk, living In No. Ill East 127th
.street, a transfer at half past five o'clock
yesterday afternoon, Henry Hannor, a conductoron an Eighth avenue car, tied up
the line for twenty minutes and aroused
the ire of three dozen passengers. Anner
was taken to the West 125th street police
station, charged by the conductor with
having taken eleven transfers from his
pocket. The complaint was grand larceny.
No transfers were found on Anner, who
protested his innocence, and was bailed
out.
Anner boarded the car with Charles Winter,manager of a restaurant in 113th

street. Unknown to Anner, Winter paid
the fares. When the car had gone a block
Anner asked for a transfer to 125th street.
The conductor refused to give it and cited
a rule that passengers must obtain trans-,
fcrs at the time of paying their fares. An
ner insisted and was encouraged by his
friend and many passengers, but nothing
could move Hannor.
Three times' Anner, It is said, clutched

ths conductor by the arm and demanded
jt'he transfer, and Hannor finally exclaimed:.
"You stop this or I'll have you arres'ed."
"Go ahead," was the retort. "1 will

stand for It."
At 121st street Hannor called Policeman

Dollard, of the West 125th street station,
jand said Anner had taken a packet containingeleven transfers from his pocket
and that three were missing when the stub
was returned. The upshot was that the
policeman took Anner to the station house,
Several passengers followed the men and

informed the desk sergeant that Anner
!was justified, and should be discharged.(This had no eftect, but a bail bond had a
few minutes afterward. Anner said last
jnight that he would begin proceedings in
a civil court at once to establish his rignts.

transfer fighti reaches albany

Wilcox Has Bill to Give $50 Penalty
for Violation to State and

City.
[SPECIAL DESPATCH TO THE HERALD.]

Albany, ,iN. Y., Tuesday..There was astonishmentin the Senate to-day when SenatorWilcox, chairman of the Senate RailroadCommittee, introduced the bill which
was defeated two years ago to nullify the
transfer law in New York city by providingthat the $50 penalty for refusal to give
transfers shall be collected in an action
brought by the State, instead of by the
person to whom the transfer has been refused.
This bill was so decisively defeated two

years ago that the company did not ventureto propose it last year. It provides
that when penalties are recovered by the
Attorney General two-thirds of the recoveryshall go to the State and one-third to
the locality. The person to whom the
transfer has been refused i.s to receive none
of the penalty and has no right of action
for redress.
Julius Henry Cohen, of the Citizens'

Union, when asked concerning the bill today,said:."This is a most iniquitous
measure and deserves the severest condemnationof the organizations watching
legislation at Albany.
James S. Lehmaier, of the Transit ReformCommittee of One Hundred, which

made the fight to establish the la^ with
jrespect to free transfers, said:."The fight
to compel the New York city surface rail!road company to obey the law, and to give
transiers at intersecting points or its lines
was a long and severe one, but we finally
won in the Court of Appeals, which laid
down the doctrine that the railroad companywas compelled to give these transfers.We were prepared for an effort upon
the part of the officials of the railroadcompanyto undermine the decision of the
courts, but it was left to a Senator from
the rural county of Cayuga, who does not
represent a metropolitan district, and who
apparently does not understand the sentimentof those who live in cities, to introducethis pernicious measure. The bill is
absolutely and unqualifiedly bad.

J. Aspinwall Hodge, who is in Albany
representing the United Real Estate Owners'Association and the West Side Taxpayers'Association, said of the bill thrt it
practically repeals the transfer act, lnce
it offers no incentive whatever to a citizen
to bring an action where/the railroad has
refused a transfer. He said:."There are
few citizens, if there are any, who will
ever undertake to bring a suit, hence a
more honest hill would be one that would
repeal the act altogether and allow the
railroad company to refuse transfers at all
its intersections."
In reply to the notice posted in the

street cars in New York city directing
conductors not to ask passengers whether
they want transfers, Mr. Krulewitch todayintroduced a bill to compel the companyto offer transfers to each passenger
paying a fare. The measure reads as
follows:,.
"Every corporation operating a street

railway in the city of New York shall
at the time the passenger pays his fare to
the conductor have such conductor offer
such passenger a transfer, whether a
transfer is demanded or not. Every conductorupon such street railway line is
hereby recvpired to offer a transfer to
every passenger upon payment of his J
fare. 1
"Every corporation violating the provisionsof this act shall forfeit a penalty fl

of fifty dollars for each offence, to be flrecovered by the city of New York in an
action by Corporation Counsel."
