the New York Athletic Club celebrated its

Zest was added to the occasion by the

fact that nine of the team selected to representthe Stars and Stripes at the Olympic
games at Athens iwere billed to appear.

* These were W. A. Schick, Harvard's crack
sprinter; H. V. Valentine, the middle distanceMercury Foot man; Harry iHillman,

f the N.Y.A.t^. quarter mile champion; C.
J. Bacon, the Irish-American half miler;
James P. Sullivan, the best miler in the
country; Ray Bwry, the broad jumper;
James ^Mitchell and Richard Sheldon, the
weight' hurlers, and Ellery H. Clarke, the
all around athlete.
Of these Schick, the back mark man in

the sixty-yard burst, was the only one to
decline his engagement. Besides these
luminaries there was an abundance of
high class material. With such a gor-
geous array small wonder the house was
packed.
As regards the "Olympians," Valentine,

Bacon and Sullivan were seen in the twomilerelay race. The first named was
palpably out of condition and was unmercifullytreated by (Melvin W. Shepard in
the last half mile. Bacon was too strong
for his N.Y.A.'C. rival, Rodgers, but Sul-
nyan met a warm customer in .Paul ±i.
tPilgrim, who made rings round him in

^ 'the third stage of the journey.
Harry Hillman, one of the most versa-i

tile runners anywhere, won his heat in
the sixty yard handicap sprint and Just!
failed to qualify in thhe sixty yard hur-

IRISH A. C. RUXXER PROTESTED.
One of the features was the two-mile relay,which, besides attracting the three

"Olympians," brought together teams from
the N.Y.A.C., the Pastime A.C., the Irish(AmericaniA.C. and the Brooklyn Central

v
Y.M.C.A. The Irish team was protested
by James E. Sullivan, president of the
'Metropolitan Association of the A.A.U.,
and Bartow S Weeks, representing the nationalbody, for including Melvin W. Shep.ard. It is alleged that Shepard has trans1grossed the amateur rules by running in
the Caledonian games.
The race was between the Irishmen and

the Mercury foot flyers, the latter having
a gap of ten yards when Valentine, for the
N.Y.A.C., and Shepani started out on the
last mile. Tihe first named's advantage
was a brief one, as Shepard rushed to the
front after the pair had gone a lap, and
Valentine, toeing palpably out of condition,
was unable to raise an effort to even hang
on to his opponent. As a result Shepard
won for the irilsh combination, with thirty
yards to spare, in 7m. 58s.

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BETTING ILLEGAL ~
IN NEW HAMPSHIRE
Supreme Court Decides Against Race

Track Speculation in Answering
Governor's Request.

MAY AFFECT SALEM TRACK

General Opinion at Concord Is, However,
That Racing Will Go On Without Attemptto Evade Court's Decision,

[special despatch to the herald. J
Concord, N. H., Tuesday..That the makingof hooks and pool selling at the new

race course of the New England Breeders'
Club, at Salem, N. H., would be a violationof the law and punishable by criminal,as well as civil action, is the decision
of the Supreme Judicial Court, returned
to-day in reply to inquiries submitted to it
by Governor John McLane and Council, in
reference to possible gambling at horse
races.

It was the general opinion here to-night
that races will be held without pool selling
or bookmaking. The decision of the New
Hampshire Supreme Court on two sections
of the act incorporating ithe jclub, which
were copied from the New York race
track law, is opposed to the opinion of the
New York Supreme Court, Which passed
upon those sections some years ago. The
president and manager of the club is An'drew Miller, of New York. The race track
is said to have cost upward of half a milliondollars. The enterprise was financed
largely by fNew York men.
me. question or (governor jYLc.L.ane ana

the Council which was submitted to the
Court, at the request of a large number
of citizens, including many religious
bodies, was as follows:.
Whether the New England Breeders' Club is

authorized by its charter to maintain a common
gambling place, or permit the use of its premises
as such, if the promoting and permitting of betting,bookmaklng or pool selling upon horse races
constitute that offence.
The Supreme Court answered the second

query first and said:.
We are of the opinion that betting upon a, horse

race is Illegal gaming or gambling, and the second
question is answered In the affirmative. *

Weare unable to discover in chapter 232 of the
laws of It)05, ''an act incorporating the New EnglandBreeders' Oliuib," evidence of an intention to
authorize the grantees or other persons to do uponthe grounds of the corporation acts which are forbiddenelsewhere.
Sections 7 and 8 of the charter of the

club provide a means by civil suit for the
recovery of money lost in wagers upon
races. In reference to this section the
Court says:.

If they (sections 7 and 8) are Intended to
exempt persons offending upon the grounds of the
corporation from criminal punishment, the legislationis not a general law applicable to particularplaces, but is an attempt to confer special
privileges upon .particular persons. Only the
clearest and most unmistakable language could
justify a New Hampshire court in imputing such
an intention to the Legislature.
These sections were copied from the laws

of New York relative to race tracks, and
the decision of fhe New Hampshire court
is contrary to that made in New York.
The court reviews at length the decision
of the New York court upon bookmaking
and pool selling. The answer of the New
Hampshire court concludes as follows:.
Upon the assumption, therefore, that bookmakingand pool selling are merely forms of betting,

we are of the opinion that chapter 232 of the
] ,anvs of 1908 does not eimplower the New England
Breeders' Club to promote or permit upon their
grounds betting of such character upon the races
and contests of supposed skill and endurance
which they are authorized to conduct, and that
to promote or permit such acts Is forbidden by
the law of the State.

Andrew Miller Says He Is Not Familiarwltl» Legal Aspects of Case.

7VNT1-RACING LAWS
H ARE FROWNED UPON

Albaxy, N. Y., Tuesday..Three hundred

representatives of county agricultural societiesmet in the Capitol to-day and resolvedto oppose the Cassldy-Lansing -bill,
which would forbid 'betting on races at
race tracks. They also agreed to favor
the Moreland 'bill, appropriating $50,000
for distribution among the societies, and
the Coggeshall-Pratt hill, raising from Ave
per cent to eight per cent the proportion of
