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Effect of Provision to Stamp Out
Wind Shield Marks May Prevent

Lowering World's Records.

OTHER AMENDMENTS NEEDED

Horsemen Maintain That Past as Well as

Future Performances with Artificial
Aid Should Be Declared Void.

...

Votaries of harness racing are agogj
over the discovery that the National Trot-
ting Association blundered at its recent
biennial congress in attempting tp stamp
out performances made with tire aid of a

runner in front to break the natural resistanceof the atmosphere. A Western
sportsman who successfully advertised a
medicated stock food by means of a string
of harness horses, some of which carried
the name of his nostrum in races, has
drawn attention to the fact that unless
supplemented by further aotion the effect
of the rule adopted in February will be to
build a wall around past performances
made behind wind shields and put then
where they cannot be supplanted for years
to come.

Though promptly discredited by the higlt^
est tribunal of the trotting turf and orderedto be distinguished in the official
records by marks showing they had not
been made under normal conditions, wind
shield performances were recognized in a.

certain way, until the rule makers decided
at the February congress to throw out altogetherwhat were termed "trick records."
Since the language of the new rule makes

it apply to future performances only, thus
leaving the status of Lou Dillon, Dan
Patch and all present wind shield championsundisturbed, owners of other horses
ambitious for champion honors feel that a

square deal demands the nullification of
past performances as well as those made;
in the future with the artificial aid of at
runner in front.

In the two years that have elapsed since
the wind shield was first brought into play
in aid of Lou Dillon the effect of atmosphericresistance has come to be better understoodand appreciated 'by horsemen
Than It was at that time. Those who were
at first swept off their feet in the enthusiasmof the moment over the advent of the
long awaited "two minute trotter" have
become convinced that performances made
with the aid of a wind shield merely
cheapen trotting records and trotting
horses In the estimation of thinking personsand afford no real test of speed.
Scientific calculations have shown that

while a horse trotting a two minute clip
on a dead calm day faces a thirty mile
wind created by himself a horse behind a
Shield such as a runner in front affords
escapes this atmospheric pressure to a
great extent and is aided by the partial
vacuum or suction just as certainly as if
he were harnessed with a running mate.
It is estimated that an unshielded trotter
moving at a two minute gait constantly
encounters a pressure of thirty pounds.Experience has confirmed these calculations,the performances of the averagehorse showing a difference of three or
four seconds oetween miles trotted withthe wind shield and without it. In someinstances the difference appears to be
much greater. A notable example, foriinstance, is the trotter Crescent Route,that gained a "trick record" of 2:08% a
few weeks after bringing up the rear in
a ten horse race, when the winner's times
were 2:12% and 2:11%. It is said that hisbest record without a wind shield is 2:24%.lOaSftS lilfA thie r\n& arir? rvf

prominent, which enabled owners to affixfast marks to their horses' names withoutdisclosing the artificial means used
to make them, convinced the congress thatthe best interests of the trotting turf demandedthe suppression of the wind shieldtrotter, tjnfortunately, however, manythink that the new rule as it stands ismanifestly unfair to horses startingagainst time, and it can only be madeequitable to all by a further amendmentproviding that no performance made withthe aid of a runner in front shall bedeemed a record.

PRECEDENT FOR NT7LT.IFICATION.
Had the principles of atmospheric resistancebeen as well understood when the

wind shield was introduced as they are at
the present time it isinot unlikely these
performances would have been thrown outLs wiholly irregular, and this without anyamendment to the old trotting rules.
There was a precedent for such action In
;he rejection of the performances made at
