Three of Them Sell for Twenty-Five
Cents.A Shortage In Pork

New spring vegetables are still high,
f h< igh large shipments of ; hem are now

coming in daily from the South. Despite
i i the fact that they arc no longer scarce the

selling prices have not gone down, so that
economical housewives who cannot afford
to pay forty, cents a quart for butter beans p
and string beans and fifty cents for peas
that should .cost about fifteen cents are

still using earthed goods. j'i
Fallowing the famine in peas of several 1

nweeks ago, when canned one«= were sold
at an advance, the prices have not been '1
forced down, though fresh peas from the
Southern States are now plentiful. There
Is a marked Improvement in the lettuce.
Heads are almost twice the size they were
at the beginning of the month and are

selling for from five to ten cents less each,
so that now enough lelaves for a s^lad can

be bought for fifteen cents.
New Florida cabbage® will be welcohied J

by housekeepers because they are quite
reasonable, costing from twenty to thirty
cents each, and because they are in really
good condition, far bigger and with fewer

spots than those that Wave been sold for
the last two or three seasons. "White

squash too is not expensive.
Reef tons and dand'ellon greens grown

in hothouses In Boston are now on»the
^ market. The former sell for seventyiAve cents a half peck, while the others

can be purchased for fifteen cents a quart.
Tomatoes, hothouse grown, are preferable,because they are much better developedthan those from the South, and

though the difference in selling price is
twenty cents extra they are worth payingsixty cents a pound for. Carrots are
large and of unusually bright color, and
are selling two bunches for twenty-five
cents.
Just now green peppers, so necessary in

salads, are about the most expensive vegetablesold. Three of them cost twentyfivecents. New Bermuda potatoes (large
ones) can be bought for twenty cents a
quart.

v In fruits apples are high. Spitzenbergs
sell for seventy-five cents a dozen, and
Newtown Pippins for sixty cents. Even
the green ones for cooking cost twenty
cents a quart. Oranges from California
and Florida can be bought for from sixty
