In the report, written ,by Representative

Jenkins, of Wisconsin, the view was taken
that the regulation of corporations by
federal authority would be unconstituL^ "on n 1 ffhhnbtibh i- THrtiilrl Y»r\]y 11) r> /IifPoTOT11

States of their police power. This report
undoubtedly 'Will be adopted by the House
of Representatives. The same view is
taken by the other branch of Congress.
President Roosevelt had for five years

" advocated the federal control of corpora-!
tions and has declared that If this con-!
trol could not b4 obtained by an act of
Congress, for the reason that such laws
might be regarded, as unconstitutional, he
would favor an amendment to the federal
constitution.

Spoke Often of Amendment.
In his first annual message to Congress

President Roosevelt discussed at length
the subject of control of corporations, the
lack of uniformity of State laws and the
impossibility of adequate regulations
through State action. He advocated the
framing of a law which would enable the
national government to exercise control,
and added:.

"If, however, the judgment of the ConIgress is that it lacks the constitutional'
' power to pass such an act, then a constitutionalamendment should toe submitted

to confer the power."
In an address at Providence, R. I.. August23, 1902, President Roosevelt said:.
"I believe that the nation must assume

.this power of control by legislation; If
necessary, by constitutional amendment.
Some governmental sovereign must be
given power over thtese artificial and very
powerful corporate beings. In my judgmentthis sovereign power should be the
riotinnul irnvornmfnt."
I At Wheeling-, W. Va. September 6, Mr.

ltoosevelt said:.
"Gentlemen.I firmly believe that in the

.end power must be given to the national

.government to exercise in fult supervision
and regulation of these great enterprises,
and. if necessary, a constitutional amend-
inont must be resorted to for this purpose."!
Th< President spoke in. Music Hall, Cincinnati.on ®ept«mber3,.JdO!2, and said;.
"Without the adoption of a constitutional

amendment my 'belief is that a good deal
can be done by law. i Such legislation,
whether obtainable novf or obtainable only
after a constitutional amendment, should
/provide for a reasonable supervision. The
most prominent feature at first should be
publicity." f
In his annual message of December,

1902, he earnestly recommended to the considerationof Congress the passage of a
law to regulate corporations by federal
power, and added:.
"If it prove impossible to accomplish the

purpose above set forth by such a law
then assuredly we should not shrink from
amending the constitution so as to secure
beyond peradventure the power sought."
Congress had passed the law creating

the Bureau of Corporations to investigate
I confidentially great corporations before the

President addressed Congress again, and
in his message of 1903 he did not refer to
tthe Isubjeet of the amendment of the constitution.Nor,did he do so in his message
.of 1904, but he did urge Congress to considerWhether the power of the Bureau of
.Corporations could not be constitutionally
extended to cover interstate transactions
in life insurance.

Doubted Bureau's Efficacy.
President/Roosevelt in his annual messageof December last appeared to have

some doubt as to the entire efficacy of the
Bureau of Corporations. He said he beJiev^dthe corporations could be regulated

I by an act of Congress. Then he used this
language:.
"ff this proves impossible it will cerWtai'oly be necessary ultimately to confer in

P fullest form such power upon the national
i government by a proper amendment of the
constitution."
It will thus be seen that the President

ba§ been consistently an advocate of the
regulation of corporations by law, if practicable,and by constitutional amendment,

if aud in one of his speeches he
said -that he had been advocating this for
twenty years.

view of the recent decisions by the .highest
courts that corporations as such are not
above the law which created them."
At the same time he took occasion to

make clear his position with inspect to
corporations and the "system." Emphasiz-
ing the fact that he Is not conducting a
crusade against the Standard Oil Company,but only trying to punish it for fail-
ure to conform to the laws of the State of
Missouri."trying a law suit in a lawyerlikeway," a« he expressed it.he declared
his belief that the greatest need of the
country is not more laws or a different
system of government, but an honest en-

forcement of existing laws.
"It would !be 'taking too much on my

shoulders to seriously announce that I
have found a remedy for the evils of existingconditions," said 'Mr. Hadley, in an
informal talk with reporters in the Waldorf-Astoria,"but I 'have no hesitation in
saying that in my judgment nothing is
necessary to insure the country's future
except for the public to have the same continuedinterest in t'he acts of corporations
as they now have in the acts of public officials.

Socialism Unnecessary.
"Socialism, government ownership and

remedies of that character, which are beingadvocated, are neither wise nor neces-
'

sary, in my opinion. With the exception
of water works, and, perhaps, lighting f

plants, which are natural monopolies, we *

are not prepared .to take over the manage-
