No graver charges ngninst a naval or
military establishment could be made
than those formulated in the House of
Repregentatives on Saturday by Mr. Hep-
burn, of Iowa. In the course of the de-
bate an hazing at Annapolis this member
vehemenitly insisted that the navy has
been and is ipeficient and undisciplined,
and that as one result of these estab-
lished imperfections twenty-six vessels of
war have in u quarter of a century been
casgt away, destroyed or “substantinlly
ruined."”

Whatever readjustment of views calmer
moments may bring, Mr. Hepburn now
assorts that the initiatory ressons for this
eriminnl waste will be found in the fudle
training nnd example furnished at the
Naval Academy and in the open and per-
ennial defiance of law manpifested by the
officers and students of that institution,

He declares i all solemnity, let it be

remembered, that “we do not punish naval
officers” and that o adeguate punishment
has been inflicted even for losses of gov-
erpment property and of innocent lives.
He finds, furthermore, that otficers de-
tuiled for. eourts wmiartinl, «despite the
sacred oath they take and the obligations
they assnmo; that econvening and revising
anthorities, that the Navy Department
and that even our chief magistrates have
been and are united in a contlhuing cou-
spiriiey, no less successful than secret, to
defeat the ends of justice.
But all this, reduced to the nncompro-
misiug last analysis, must surely be a
matter of proof, and of nothing but proof.
Neither declumatory afraignments on the
ote hand nor indignant denial on the other
will mow suffice. Snch charges, soberly
and publicly made, touch the honor of the
nation, affect the defence of pur shores
and discredit a service that bas hitherto
enjoyed o geperal esteem, Where, then,
are M. Hepburn's proofs, for nothing less
will satisfy‘nn aronsed public apinion?
