Completing a voyage of twenty-two
\ days from Brunswick, Ga., during which

her decks never were free of water, and
on the last three days of which her crew

^ labored constantly at the pumps with
their clothing encased in ice and only a
few biscuits and two quarts of water betweenthem and starvation, the Julia A.
Trubee, a schooner, arrived at this port
yesterday in tow of the tug Hercules.
After having been long overdue, the

Julia A. Trubee was heard from Sunday
night when a message was received at

' the Herald wireless station telling that
she was in distress near Absecon lightshipand was in dange'r of foundering
unless help reached her. The Herald
conveyed the message to Captain WilliamB. McElwee, of/the Hercules, and
he at once put to sea in search of her.
He ipicked her up yesterday morning off
Barnegat, hove to in the last of the gale
that had been blowing all night and makingsuch bad weather of it that every
sea she dipped to swept her clean, break1ing clear over her high deck load of lum*her.
(Captain McElwee before going close

up to her was certain the schooner had
been abandoned, for he was able to raise

iiio answer to ms nail, uiose a'Doard, nowever,he found her crew gathered in her
waist between two great piles of lumber,
laboring weakly at the pumps, every man

lashed to his station and two lying senselesswhere tl^ey had fallen. She was ridingso deep thaf her rails were awash,
and Avas so heavy with water that she
could not rise to the seas.

Captain McElwee took her men

aboard the Hercules by heaving them
from a tackle rigged to the schooner's
main gaff. Then he rigged hose from
his oAvn steam .pumps to her wells and
in a few hours had her so clear of water

f that she toAved easily when he set out
for New York with her.
On board the Hercules her oreAV got

dinner, consisting of fresh eggs, potatoes,fresh bread and oranges. They
ate it ravenously and declared Avhen they
had finished that they Avere sure no one

in all the world had enjoyed a finer New
Year's feast. They had not had a morsel
of fresh food for nine days, and Avhen
the Hercules came alongside were down
