George P. Le Brun, deputy clerk of the

Board of Coroners of Manhattan, has furnishedto the Herald a comparative record
of the homicides in this county during the

last six years. In 1906 there were 144

homicides, in 1907 there were 160, in 1908
there was an amazing drop in the number
to 101, in 1909 the number was 102, while
in 1910 it is evident that a new crime
wave caused the number to jump to 160.
In 1911, substractfng three cases which
are jointly classified under malpractice and
infanticide, the number is only 158.
Neither Mr. Le Brun nor Mr. Sauer can

offer any explanation for the unusual decreaseduring 1908 and 1909. During

1911, there were ninety-one homicides
caused by shooting. Thirty persons were!
slain with knives and thirty-seven were
victims of other classes of assault. In the
shooting cases, fifty-one persons were ar-

rested, four toeing women. Twentjy-eight
w"5re held for the Grand Jury, the others
being discharged by Coronors' Juries. Of:
the four women referred to three were

discharged and one was held for the Grand
Jury.
In the Bronx the "number of homicides

caused by shooting was ten, and the numbercaused by stabbing was three.
Mr. LeBrun was active in obtaining the

passage of the new firearms law. His experienceof many years in handling homicidecases in the Coroner's office in Manhattanleads him to believe that a strict
enforcement of the law will work a radical
improvement.

Rowdy Bands a Menace.

"The work will be gradual, of course,"
said Mr. LeBrun, "but the people will beainto vet the real henefit of the law when
the police have succeeded in breaking up!~
the rowdy bands of the east and west

sides.Persons in thtese bands commit a

large proportion of the homicides reported;
to this office.
"The complaint of the dealers in revolversnow is that the men who desire revolversare going across the river to New

Jersey and buying all the weapons they de;sire in the cheap pawnshops along the
water front.
"Steps are under way to have a law

passed in New Jersey that shall be similar
in its provisions to the eullivan law here in
New York. Several montths ago a committeeof citizens, including Jd|hn Wana|maker and Bishop Greer, met at the Hot^l
Manhattan to draft and send resolutions
Ion the subject to the New Jersey Legislajture, but that body had adjourned. The

the law. There is no reason why. New
Jersey should not aid New York in the efr

The Year's Notable Homicides. I
Of the homicide cases in New York a

county during 1911 three stand out as at- i
tracting more attention than any of the t
others. The shooting of George O'Shaugh- i
nessy by his wife, Frances, because she 1
desired "to save his soul" was pronounced
a most unusual form of religious mania. 11

She was acquitted on the ground of in- 11

sanity. s

Another case remarkable for its early £
mystery was the murder of William H.
Jackson, an aged broker, in his. apartmentsin the Hotel Iroquois. .Through t
clever deteptive work by Lieutenant Will- )iamH. Van Twistern Paul Geidel, a bell- t
boy in the hotel, was arrested. Mr. Van jjTwistern traced Geidel by the label on a r
chloroform bottle which other policemen g
had thrown aside. Geidel is now serving t

a life term in Sing Sing. s

By far the boldest murder of the »

year, one that savors of the desperado f
spirit of the frontier days, was the 1

shooting of Adolph Stern, a clerk in the
jewelry store of Jacob Jacoby, at Sixth
avenue and Thirteenth street. Mr.
Stern was slain by one of four unmaskedrobbers, who, between eight
and nine O'clock at* night,-robbed th'e
jewelry store and escaped in a taxicab.
Martin Garvey, later arrested, was acquitted.
The first capture through the aid of

finger prints in this city was made in
the case of the murder of Isaac Stern,
a jeweller, in Carial street. The murdererleft his finger prints behind him,
and Captain Joseph Faurot, the Bertillonexpert of the Police Department,
contends that they correspond with the
prints of Joseph Roberts, who is in the
Tombs awaiting trial.
A case surrounded by many unusual

features was that of Lillian Scheib,
whose dead body was found in the bath-
tub of her apartments in East Seventyninthstreet. The circumstances were
apparently almost exactly parallel to
those in the case of Dr. Crippen, who
was hanged in England for the murder
of his wife. Her husband, Henry A. i
Scheib, who was arrested, was released
by a magistrate. i
