Government to Set Aside Enormous
Sum for Military Remounts—Farm-
ers Complain of Small Prices,

Tt has Just been announced that the
French government will be asked for a
grant of mine milllon doMars in order to
place on & solld basis the business of pear-
ing mlitary remounts, Accornling to &
cable from Paris to the T.ondon Sporting
Life there is a shortage In France of the
kind of horse necessary for the purpose.
Agents of the French government are
sconring every part of Furope lor horses
of the type required, French fapmers do
not think the average price offered by the
government (3200 a head) suffiolant to re-
pay them for rearing éllgible candldates,

“If 8380 will not repay & farmer in
France,” sald a well known Kentucky
brpeder of thoroughbrads now in this
vesterday, *How does ithe United
Stajes government expect to be able to in-
duce Amerioan or Canadian farmers to
breel horses for army purposss for which
they ecan only recelva 8150, lhe absurdly
low price which the army officials have
sel a9 an aversge?

“If the government were to buy the
horsen as vearings, for about $60 each,
then rear them te the proper age (say
four) on their own grounds, at a minlmiim
of expense, there might be sufMclent ln-
diceinent to go on.
