nessed them,

States was operated from 1814 to 1847
the government, under authority from
Congress, and it i5 most desirable t¥ei
the government control be resumed. A
method already hes been prescribed for
the taking over of the telegraph lines by
section 5,267 of fhe revised Statutes,
which provides that the government mas
for posial, military or other purposes put-
chase {elegraph lines opersting in the
Unfred Btates at an appraised valne,

Hopes for Leginlation,
