Y. Mr. Theron J. iBlakeslee, from whom
she purchased them, has the privilege of
showing them, and this probably is the

withholding approval of the Fifty-ninth
street route across the Queensboro Bridge.
The Mayor was absent, not having returnedfrom Albany, and the attack was

resented by members of the Board, who
said they considered it improper when
Mr. Gaynor was not present. The controversywas precipitated by a resolution by
Maurice Connolly, Borough President of
Queens, calling on the Mayor either to

approve or veto the Fifty-ninth street
route, which is part of the Broadway line.
"The tMayor voted for that route in this

Byard last July and the plan was approvedunanimously," the Controller said.

The canvas came from the collection of

they Right Honorable Sir David Harrel,
who inherited it from his brother, Major
Harrel. It was the second picture which
Copley sent abroad, his "The Boy with
the Squirrel" having been forwarded in
1766 to Mr. West. Copley went to London
a short time before the War of the Revolutionand there he stayed during the
remainder of his life, painting portraits.

Bowes, of Ta.coma, who recently in this
city presented his wife (Miss Margaret
Illington), in "Kindling." It is understood
that they have under consideration the
building of another theatre here also.
