'come to an end. In attendance and the
number of salse made the truok show has
surpassed anything of th6 kind previously
undertaken, declare the show officials and
the exhibitors.
Charles A. Stewart, general manager

of the Automobile Dealers' Association,
Inc., of which the leading New York dealersand agents are members, declared yesterdaythat there hus been a heavy demandfor all sizes of vehicles, but that the
demand for low nriced trucks and delivery
wagons, selling at $1,200 or less, is altogetherunprecedented.
The idea of many exhibitors showing

cars with the names of customers painted
on the bodies has proved an excellent on6,
inasmuch as it calls the attention of visitorsto the various lines of industry for
which trucks can be used. Thus a butcher
or brewer visiting the Garden may look
around and see numerous styles of vehicles
.which have been built for his competitors
and can observe wherein his own business
might profit by his having such equipment,
too.
Not only the trucks themselves, but the

large line of varied accessories especially
suited to commercial vehicle use have
proved attractive to many users of businesswagons. New types of tire treads are
most noticeable on all sides, likewise demountablerims for the same and various
devices to prevent skidding and increase
traction. In" many cases accessories for
business vehicles have to "oe constructed
quite different and much stronger than
those used on pleasure vehicles. Weight
and strength are great factors to be
reckoned with. (
A feature more noticeable this season

than ever before is that makers in nearly
all cases have gotten away from the touringcar design and are building out and out
commercial wagons, for it has 'been learnoil
