Danger of an International Conflagration.
There is no cessation of popular feelingin France against Italy growing out,

of the seizure of the French steamship,
^lanouba. For the moment all party
lines have disappeared. The press with
one voice assumes a common position.
Italy must surrender the Turks taken
from the Manouba, a neutral ship bound
to a neutral port and despite their claim
that they were under the protection of
the Red Crescent, and this must be done
as a preliminary to any peaceable discussionof rights involved.
Everything has shaped itself in the

direction of this unanimity. The con-

slant irritation from Germany, the free
passage given German ships by Italy on

displaying the German flag, and the presenceof the German Chancellor in Rome!
