Negotiations between the Am/erican
and Cuban governments bid fair to nip
in the bud a scheme of two Cubans to
take advantage of the navy's desire tc
acquire additional land in the vicinity
of the naval station at Guantanamo.
The acquisition of this land will correct
this great naval station's only fault,
lack of sufficient water supply, which
in time of war would be an exceedingly
serious matter.
With the development of the GuantanamoNaval Station it was found that

the water supply had to be brought
from points further inland, than the
area in possession of the United States.
The land upon which the points of
water supply are located belong to two
brothers, Cubans, named Jane. These
brothers, Jt is charged, formed a corporation,chartered in Delaware, which
had for its purpose the holding of the
lands until the high price placed upon
them was met.
The matter was taken up by the State

Department. When the first representationswere made to President Gomez by
Arthur M. Beaupre, the United States
Minister to Cuba, the Cuban Legislature
was not in session. When the negotiations
got to a point where they could be taken
up again Congress was not in session and
the matter was compelled again to go
over.
Negotiations have been resumed, and

there is reason to believe that the Jane
brothers will be forced by the Cuban governmentto abandon their demands. A
report is expected from Minister Beaupre
