INDIANS CLING TO
. THEIR SUN DANCE

Shoshones Try to Deceive Opponents
of Exercise by Calling Strange

Rites by Another Name.

The Shoshone sun dance has been the

subject of so many protests, writes T. B.

Lie Sieur in the Red Man, that of recent

years the Indians have called it the "sand

dance" or "half dance," hoping to deceive

Its opponents. But though shorn of some

$ of its objectionable features, it is still inconsistentwith the teachings of Chirstian
^ civilization.

It is scheduled to take place about June

22, when the sun has gained its highest
northern point, and is preceded by the

gathering of the tribe at some selected
spot. A circular space, having a radius of
about forty feet, is cleared, and in the centreis placed a long, forked post.
This post is the object of the most

elaborate ceremonies, being bathed in
holy water and being dedicated or consecratedto the sun. It is supposed to embodythe Great Spirit and to contain the
essence of that Deity sufficiently to cure

: all human ills or confer any favor. "Where
failure occurs it is always attributed to
some outside influence or interference.
The arena encircling 'this sacred post is

enclosed with the interwoven branches of
^ I trees, and only those participating in the

dance are allowed inside. The dance beginswith due ceremony. It is a wild,
weird and fascinating performance; a

fanatical fantasy; an orgie. in which nearlynaked and frenzied Indians, to the accompanimentof the doleful chant of the
singers, the dull thumping of a relay of
drums, and the shrill whistles of the
dancers, for three days and nights withoutcessation, without food or water, dance
in mute appeal, supplication and atonementto a long, forked post.
"I recenly had occasion to attend one

f of these so-called sand dances," writes
Mr. Le Sieur. "One of the dancers, already
in a weakened condition from a long illness,died the second day from the exposureand exertion, and he died in the firm
belief that .the performance in which he
was engaged would restore him to health.
Several strong men collapsed the third
day and were carried from the arena. The
dancers whose physical strength enables
them to endure the seventy-two hours'
continuous dancing become heroes in the
tribe, and are supposed to be rid of all ills
and misfortunes. They are greatly envied
by the Indians whose powers of endurance
are limited, as well as by those who lack
the hardihood to enter the dance at all.
The fact that the dani?e never lacks participantsis doubtless due as much to the

Large Sums Being Invested in Brazil,
Argentina, Chili and Some of

the Other Countries.

South America is in the money market

seeking big loans for development purposes,says the Washington Post. Althoughher trade balances bring in a constantflow of gold, the supply from this

source and her mines by no means suffice

to supply the increasing demand. The
principal countries down there never

looked so\attractive 'to outside capital as

now, and conditions are similar to those
prevailing in the United States when the
boom in railroad building was financed
by foreign capitalists with a lavish hand
until the total was counted in billions.
Nothing like the amount invested in the
United States has as yet gone into South
America, but as the exploitation of that
territory is in its infancy, opportunity will
v,. frv.inri in future for the investment
of vast sums.
Brazil and the Argentine, because of

their favorable position with respect to
Europe and their great expanse, are the
centres of the wave of development, with
Chili a good third. There are others, like
Venezuela and Peru, but unsettled politicalconditions make their progress slower.
Europe is the principal customer of

South America and naturally the source

of financial supply. In the past London
and Berlin sent over the bulk of the funds
required to satisfy the balamces and loans,
but these money capitalists have now been
supplemented by Paris, where a plethora
of loanable gold is always on the counters.
It was expected, not long since, that the
United States would be drawn on by South
America in a large way as the result of
investments by laitae syndicates formed
here for that purpose, but for some reason

bright hopes were not realized.
Recently the wants of Honduras and

Nicaragua have been supplied by loans
negotiated in New fork, but Costa Rica
has gone to Paris to obtain her requirements,as if better terms were obtainable
there than in New York. Heavy shipmentsare going to the Argentine.to take
over a government security issue of unusualproportions. Probably the bulk of
the $190,000,000 the French withdrew from
Germany last summer will find its way
across the Atlantic, and Europe will feel
the pinch caused thereby for a long time
to come.

since the game law protecting them has
been in force, says the Anacosta correspondentof the "Washington Times, the
Fish and Game Association of the Districthas come to the relief of the birds.
Each day policemen of the Eleventh
precinct drive into the country and scattergrain in spots frequented by the partridges.The snow is brushed away beforethe grain is scattered and the birds,
ravenous for food, pick it up eagerly.
Numerous flocks of birds in and about

Giesboro Point have been fed, and as the
snow covered up much of the wheat the
policemen here were directed to purchasean additional supply.
Rabbits that earlier in the year proved

to be the pests of the truck gardeners
south of Anacostia have suffered by the
heavy snowfall and it is reported that
they have perished in large numbers.
They have been unable by reason of the
heavy snows to forage successfully, and
the farmers are not sorry to hear their
numbers have been thinned by the inclementweather.
